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Capital: Kiev
Population: 47 million (2008 est.)
Size: 233,088 sg. mi. (603,700 sqg. km) — Slightly smaller than Texas

Economy: Ukraine was the most important economic component of the Former Soviet
Union. Its fertile black soil generated one-fourth of the Soviet agricultural output,
providing meat, milk, grain and vegetables. Its diversified heavy industries include coal,
electric power, iron, machinery and transport equipment, chemicals and food processing
(especially sugar).

Climate: Temperate with precipitation disproportionately distributed, highest in west and
north, lesser in east and southeast. Winters vary from cool along the Black Sea to cold
farther inland. Summers are warm across the greater part of the country, and hot in the
south.

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Overview of TEAM Ukraine

The History

TEAM Missionaries. TEAM currently has one missionary in Odessa, Ukraine, sent in 1995, and two other
families who have moved to Odessa within the past 6 years.

Ministries. TEAM’s ministry in Ukraine focuses on two areas:
1) Church planting
2) Training of church planters

The Need

Church Planting. Ukraine is in dire need of healthy reproducing churches who can reach their own and send
their own to reach other people groups.

The Objective

TEAM Ukraine focuses in two church planting initiatives in Odessa. One initiative is on the north side of Odessa
(called the Field of Miracles) and our group is in a southern region called Tairova. This region of Odessa has
over 400,000 people living within its borders and very little church presence. We are working in
partnership with the largest church presence in all the former Soviet Union — the Baptist Union.
While desiring to honor their leadership, and maintaining our church planting values, we are
planting a healthy church with the DNA for further church growth.

Purpose

The purpose of Immanuel Church (Immanuel) is to help people take one step forward in their
relationship with Jesus Christ.

History in Ukraine

Immanuel is committed to seeing people grow in their relationship with the Lord throughout the
world. In 1995, Immanuel sought a relationship with a church in Ukraine in order to accomplish
this purpose in another country. Immanuel sent a team of adults for the first time to Ukraine to
help with the construction of a church. What resulted was a lasting relationship. Since 1995,
Immanuel has sent teams each year for the purpose of helping people of Ukraine come to know
and grow in their relationship with Jesus Christ.

Direction for Ukraine i The 50/10 Plan

Immanuel believes that God is directing them towards what they have called the 50/10 plan.
Immanuel is trusting God to use them, and other church partners, to plant a minimum of fifty
churches in Southern Ukraine over the next ten years. This is something only God can do.

Objectives
Immanuel had identified five key objectives for its ministry in Ukraine:
1. To encourage and strengthen the body of Christ in Ukraine for ministry.

2. To work in cooperation with the national church in Ukraine as a catalyst for the spread of
the gospel and establishment of local churches.

3. To participate in the construction of Houses of Prayer (church buildings).
4. To develop church leaders.
5. To encourage church planting in the Odessa region and beyond.

Immanuel is committed to sending our family to further the ministry that God has begun in
Ukraine. Immanuel serves as a source of leadership, prayer, encouragement, and financial
support for our family. Immanuel views us as an extension of their congregation to be used of
God in the country of Ukraine. We are accountable both to the leadership and objectives of
Immanuel as well as TEAM Ukraine. Immanuel would also like to see us used in any possible
way to strengthen partnering churches towards an awareness and participation in making
disciples of every nation.

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Questions and Answers about
Missionary Support

What percentage of my contribution will be used for home office expenses?

TEAM does not “tax’ contributions. Part of the support to be raised by missionaries is a fixed amount that is
used by TEAM to provide a number of services for the missionaries. Once this fixed amount is raised, every
cent of every contribution goes into the missionary’s support account. The present amount to be raised is
$516 per month for a family.

Why are salaries different for each field?

TEAM purchases a goods and services index for each of the fields from a company that
specializes in international compensation and has worked with mission groups for years. By
applying this index TEAM ensures that each missionary has equivalent buying power.
